General Information

part of the College campus. In the

green surroundings stands the
students” hostel which houses about

200 students. The Director, Hostel
warden and several teachers also live

on the campus.
The College is situated in the cultural

centre of Delhi. Art galleries, museums,
exhibition grounds, theatre, music and
dance facilities are accessible within a
radius of a kilometre.

Vision: The Department of Science strives
towards transacting basic science theory and
activities encompassing the systematic study
of the structure and behavior of the physical
and natural world through observation and
experiment

The Department of Science, Lady Irwin College has
its roots in the origin of B.Sc. Home Science degree
programme in the year 1950. The Department of
Science has been engaging highly qualified faculties
from various disciplines: Botany, Biomedical
Sciences, Chemistry, Environmental Science,
Horticulture, Molecular Biology, Physics, Zoology etc.
Department of Science has an interdisciplinary
approach and is committed towards instilling rational
thinking, creating scientific temper and decision
making amongst undergraduates through basic and
applied teaching in the streams of Botany,
Chemistry, Environmental sciences, Physics and
Zoology.

Having a strong science
base at undergraduate level, the students are able to
efficiently teach science to school students after
completing Bachelor of Education. The Science
courses provide skill and build capacities in students
to become leaders in their professional life.

The Department of Science is committed to conduct
research based activities for the benefit of the
students and academia as whole. The activities
include, interdisciplinary research covering varied
dimensions from all the core subjects like physics,
chemistry, botany, zoology and environmental
sciences. The faculty is guiding students working in
different areas of research like studies of
physicochemical properties of honey, vitamin C
analysis etc. under the DBT star program. The other
domains of research include studies on birds, urban
ecosystems and food habitat sustainability, long-term
population dynamics of water bird communities and
climate change, macro fauna diversity in agricultural
soil for sustainable production of food, availability of
food commodities through urban agricultural
practices and impact of polluted Yamuna water on the
agricultural practices performed by the farming
community.The faculty members have also worked on
molecular docking and MD simulations of different
drug molecules on different viruses.

Lady Irwin College Library provides an updated facility
of books, journals and online support to undergraduate
and postgraduate students, faculty and research
scholars. The library is housed in a separate building
constructed in 1958, which has a one and a half storey
structure. In 2009-10, the library building was
renovated with latest ICT requirements while retaining
the ambience of its heritage structure and making it
energy efficient.

Today, the Lady Irwin College Library is fully automated
with all its subsystems and equipped with 120 seating
capacity, Air-Conditioned Conference Hall, Fiber Optic
24x7 connectivity, Wifi enabled building, internet work
station with 34 computers and an INTRANET server
with several attached clients.

Founded in the 1930's with a few gifted books, the
library has grown significantly, with 57,000 published
documents and hundreds of electronic documents.

The library subscribes to more than a hundred national
and international journals every year. It has 2900
research works (Dissertations, Thesis and Reports) and
more than 7800 bound back files of periodicals.

The college library is known for its quality collection
among Home Scientists nationally and internationally.
Major areas of its collection are: Food and Nutrition,
Food Technology, Development Communication and
Extension, Resource Management and Design
Application, Human Development and Childhood
Studies, Fabric and Apparel Science, Dietetics,
Education and Special Education. Other areas include
Food Science, Sociology, Psychology, Anthropology,
Children with Special Needs, Gender Studies, Women
Studies, Apparel Design, Fashion Designing, Applied
Science, Communication, Management, etc.

It has been a constant endeavour to keep pace with
modern technology. The library has become digitalized
by automating its services and access to literature and
data provisions (printed and digital), its collection and in
providing network services. For the LAN, the library uses
LIBSYS 10 — library management software on LINUX-
REDHAT Enterprise platform.

The database of library holdings (books and journals
both) is available on OPAC on library LANfor
bibliographical searches. To have error free
circulation, library uses bar code technology for its
documents and Library ID card, and scanners.

The library offers the following services: Lending
services, OPAC facilities (Online Public Access
Catalogue), OPAC on INTERNET also through DELNET,
Reference Services; Bibliographical Services,
Plagiarism check facility, Fiber Optic connectivity for
INTERNET surfing, Wifi, Online search facilities of E-
journals and Databases subscribed by DU, E-
SHODHSINDHU viz. EBSCO; SCOPUS; J-STORE;
Springer, Elsevier, Blackwell, Taylor & Francis and
others in public domain. DELNET (Developing Library
Network) connectivity and Search through CD- ROM
Digital Databases: ISID, Plan and Statistical Database;
Reprographic facilities (on contractual basis) are also
available. In addition, E-journals and E-books access is
available remotely through N-List as well as DULS.

Library Orientation sessions for UG and PG students
and webinars for research scholars and faculty are
organized from time to time to keep them updated.

The Rajkumari Amrit Kaur Child Study Centre has been an integral part of the Department of
Human Development and Childhood Studies (HDCS), Lady Irwin College. In its symbiotic
relationship with the department, it functions as a laboratory setting for students, while the
department acts as a technical support to the Centre from time to time. Since its inception in
1955, it caters to the educational and developmental needs of children from birth to 12

years of age, including children with special needs.
The Centre provides opportunities for hands-on experiences and exposure to a variety of

activities through play-way method, making learning interesting and enjoyable at the same
time. It is our constant effort to incorporate novel and age-appropriate activities for children
to help them achieve their optimal potential and inculcate confidence, curiosity and a
willingness to learn. There is an attempt to nurture the uniqueness of each child, and so, the
classroom processes provide adequate and appropriate resources, guidance and support to
them to learn at their own pace. Also, in line with the philosophy of inclusion, efforts are
directed at mainstreaming of differently abled children, together with sensitization of the
community towards their needs and rights. Learning is facilitated through interaction with
peers and Individual Education Plans to provide child-specific inputs, as per need. The
centre also acts as a space for providing supervision to ECCE trainees from other
educational institutions such as IGNOU and Mobile Créches.

‘A home away from home’ - Lady Irwin College Hostel
nests around 200 graduate and postgraduate students
coming from different states of India and abroad.

Lady Irwin College Hostel, housed in two buildings,
stands tall and majestic. Made of red brick walls, the
whole building narrates a historical story of some old
legendary Hilla Faridoonji Rustamji, who fondly called it
‘LIC hostel’. It certainly makes a bold statement against
the lush green landscapes.

The main hostel Hilla Faridoonji Hall was inaugurated in
1934 and PG Hostel was inaugurated by Mrs. Hilla
Rustomji--Faridoonji, President, All India Women'’s
Education Fund Association (AIWEFA) in 1954. The main
UG hostel houses undergraduates and PG hostel
accommodate largely post-graduate students and Ph.D.
scholars. The sprawling lush green lawns in front of the
buildings add splendour to the architectural beauty of
the red brick buildings. The eye-catching serpentine
staircase and spacious galleries in front of the rooms
characterize the main hostel building. The interiors and
layouts of the rooms in the two buildings are in harmony
with nature and ensure sunlight and free circulation of
air. The students are free to jog, walk the lush green
campus. They avidly use the basketball court for jog,
play, group activities and study sessions.

The hostel is Wi-Fi enabled and the rooms are well ventilated.
There is a multipurpose air-conditioned common room known
as 'Travancore'- the television and entertainment room with
LCD facility which plays the role of a party room during
festivals and occasions and a study room during examinations.
The hostel provides all the students a safe and comfortable
environment and is a ‘Zero Ragging’ and a ‘No Smoking Zone".
The students who have secured admission in college are
eligible for hostel accommodation. The hostel seats are
reserved as per the government rules for SC/ST/OBC and
PWD. Admission to the hostel are given as per the merit and
the following categorization:

Category A: 95% of seats will consist of those students
whose parents are not residing in or around Delhi. A proof of
residence has to be submitted for the same.

Category B: 5% of the seats will consist of those students
whose parents are not residing in Delhi or NCR of Delhi but 20
kms. or more from the college. A proof of residence has to be
submitted for the same.

Admission to hostel will be applied for at the time of
submitting application form for admission to the course.
Parents are requested to send application on separate
form available in the hostel office, along with the
application for admission. Hostel accommodation in
subsequent years of the academic course is not assured.
Any candidate not fulfilling the attendance requirement
during the current academic year will be denied the hostel
seat in the next academic session. Students who fail in the
Ist year examination in the B.Sc. course and are seeking
re-admission will be considered as fresh applicants for the
purpose of admission. The Hostel also provides facilities
for foreign and Ph.D. students as well as for students with
special needs.

The Hostel is managed by the Hostel Committee which is
constituted by the Staff Council of the College and
executed by the Warden in consultation with the college
Director. The Hostel Committee comprises of the College
Director, Warden and four Faculty members nhominated by
the Staff Council.
